According to the Islam, there is no difference between the men and woman. In the Quran-e-Pak Allah says, Men
and women have same spirit; there is no superiority in the spiritual sense between women and men. Islam the
religion of peace honors a woman in many ways. In Islam now woman playing many role such as a mother, as a
wife, and as a daughter, both the Quran and Sunnah placed a great emphasis on the importance of respecting
women, and the great reward involved in showing her this honor and respect that she deserves. Our Prophet
Muhammad SAW in his final discourse before He passed away made a direct address to the men telling them to
be kind to their womenfolk. Therefore, it is obligation upon the man to treat his womenfolk
with ultimate kindness. Women are also studying the Islamic teachings for her own guidance and they are
responsible for conveying message of Islam and communicating. Now women have financial status and working
along with the man. Now they have the right in the same way as men and have control all type of wealth whether
it is in the form of assets or in the form of cash. She can use her wealth wherever she wishes and that is

approved by Sharia. So she can buy anything, sell, trade, and grants loan. "A woman is permitted to free slaves and
give gifts to someone other than her husband, unless she is mentally deranged.” (Shih Al-Bukhari)

The online communication of the women on the internet brings together anthropologist, development
workers, media analysts and women’s movement activists to ask: are women caught on the net? For the women’s,
the project has been established a Cyberspace for women to access information about other women in
communities and organizations throughout the world. The type of information accessible crosses a wide
spectrum from educational, to political, to cultural. Women are not just using the Net; they are creating and
developing it. Similarly, educational and research organizations within developing and advanced regions of the
world have been establishing their own places online. In addition to maximizing on the opportunities in
Cyberspace for disseminating knowledge about feminism, women, and gender issues, the online medium
provides an environment for supporting as well as creating feminist political action, sending a strong message of
resistance to patriarchy. There are international lists working toward women’s equal rights, and local lists
advocating for the termination of violence against women. Feminist forces such as the Network of East-West
Women and Women Leaders Online have established E-mailing lists, which among other things inform
members of upcoming activist campaigns, and pro- posed legislation detrimental to the rights of women. Internet

Relay Chat (IRC) is one such com- munity where harassment and exploitation of women is all too frequent. when
logging on under an overtly female name, Pomeroy received a barrage of messages from men. While some were friendly, others came
easily within the vicinity of sexual harassment and abuse. By joining the hierarchies of popular online communities, women have

access to a share in the governing of these spaces. Women can monitor other players’ behavior and punish those who abuse the system.
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
